This Is a significant step as universal human rights are
for the first time uniformly formulated. At the same time,
however, the Declaration is only formal and not legally
binding. Therefore, violations of human rights cannot be
challenged in court on the basis of the Declaration.

Just a year later, the Council of Europe begins work on a

legally binding European Convention on Human Rights
(ECHR).

Currently, the Central European region is mainly concerned with
the wave of refugees from Ukraine and the Middle East, with
restrictions on reproductive rights, the rights of LGBTQI+
minorities, with restrictions on the right to protest and threats to
the independence of the courts. Local cases from Poland,
Hungary, Austria present in a nutshell the human rights problems
the region is currently facing.

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The Czech branch focuses on four main local topics:

e Reproductive rights - given the tendencies that lead to restrictions on
reproductive rights in neighboring countries, we want to enshrine women's
right to abortion in the Constitution of the Czech Repubilic.

e Possession of weapons in the Czech Republic - we want to change the
legislation to reduce the risk of people owning guns to misuse them.

e Climate crisis - we want to strengthen the narrative that the climate crisis is a
human rights Issue.

i e Rights of people with disabilities - we want to support the creation of an activist
2 group of people with disabilities who are engaged in self-advocacy

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Regarding human rights violations in other countries, the Czech branch monitors
cases mainly from the countries of the Central and Eastern European region,
namely from Poland, Hungary, Slovakia, Belarus, Ukraine and Russia. From more
distant regions, these are cases from Iran, China and Saudi Arabia. The Czech
section also constantly informs the public about the situation in Gaza.

2 YEARS

The letter-writing marathon is the most visible Amnesty campaign in the Czech
environment, in which thousands of writers from the general public participate
every year. The concept was created by Polish activists from the Warsaw group,
who in 2001 first organized an event called the 24-hour marathon for human
rights. The campaign was so successful that its format was later taken over by
global Amnesty, and now more than 200 countries around the world are involved in
the event, called Writing for Rights.

Education is another area that the Czech branch of Amnesty has been intensively
involved in since 2003. Currently, one of the most prominent educational activities
is the originally Danish project "Living Library", focused on preventing
discrimination, racism, xenophobia and extremism. Instead of classic books,
people who order a living library can "borrow" specific people - so-called living
books, with whom they conduct interviews and learn about real life experiences
and problems through their stories.

Based on the principle of living libraries, Amnesty Czech Republic is creating a
human rights gaming app called True Story. This is an interactive educational
game that allows players to experience the stories of people who have faced
violations of their rights and make decisions in situations that require moral and
ethical choices.
